This award was established in honour of the late Nancy Crawshaw to provide money for the promotion of medical research within Wales. Monies from the trust fund can be provided for travelling bursaries, with an emphasis on training for research, linked with Wales, or for research into any aspect of physical disease prevalent, but not necessarily exclusive, to Wales. 

Up to £30,000 is available, to be paid over a maximum of two years with the possibility to extend.
